How Lightning Occurs

To understand the forces behind thunder and lightning, one must recall basic information about
electricity. Things can become either positively or negatively charged with eiectrluty and two
things with opposite charges will attract each other. As the opposite charges become stronger, the
attraction becomes greater, eventually the attraction becomes strong enough to result in a discharge
that makes the two things electrically neutral again.

nghtnmg results when one cloud full of moisture dev relops an opposite charge in relation to another
cloud. The pressure continues to build until there is enough pressure to break down the air separating
the two clouds. A discharge oceurs to neutralize the opposite charges in the two clouds, and this is
what we see as lightning.

Thunder occurs during the discharge of electricity. As the discharge occurs, The air in the nearhy
area expands and contracts rapidly. The rushing air currents collide causing the sound that we
hear as thunder. Light travels much faster than sound, so we see the light first and then hear the

sound later.
